McCain Roars
Past Allen

After a year in second place,
Sen. John McCain of Arizona
has surged, establishing himself
as the clear favorite for the GOP
presidential nomination among
GOP Insiders, despite lingering
438%] doubts about his strength within
the party’s base. He overtook
Sen. George Allen of Virginia
largely because most Insiders
listed him as their No.1 bet: In
December, McCain and Allen
evenly divided first-place votes.
Now McCain holds a 3-1 edge.

Allen’s grip on second place
may not be firm. He ranked
ahead of Massachusetts Gov.
Mitt Romney because of his
popularity among his Capitol
Hill colleagues. Among GOP
Congressional Insiders, Allen
received 10 first-place votes
0% while Romney received none.
Among GOP Palitical Insiders,
though, Allen and Romney each
got 10 first-place votes.

Breaking into the top 10:
Arkansas Gov. Mike Huckabee.
Sen. Chuck Hagel of Nebraska
dropped off the list.

Gore’s Prospects Heat Up

Al (Global Warming) Gore has
vaulted into the upper tier of
potential 2008 presidential candi-
dates in the latest Democratic
Insiders Poll. The former vice presi-
dent now ranks fourth, up from his
ninth-place finish last December.
The order of the top three
Democratic contenders—Sen.
Hillary Rodham Clinton of New
York followed by former Virginia
Gov. Mark Warner and former Sen.
John Edwards of North Carolina—is
unchanged from December.
Clinton continues to be the prohib-
itive favorite, dwarfing her male
competitors in both first-place
votes and overall points.

Ironically, Gore’s strong showing
is largely the result of favorable
assessments in Washington,
where he received considerable
scorn for his performance as the
party’s 2000 presidential nominee.
Among inside-the-Beltway Insiders,
Gore tied Edwards for third place.
But outside the Beltway, Gore ran
only sixth.

Breaking into the top 10 in this
poll: Sen. Barack Obama of lllinois.
Retired Army Gen. Wesley Clark
dropped down to No. 12.
